Offering others the opportunity to embrace their Jewish identities
is an integral part of continuing his legacy. The fund also offers scholarships to
JYN Hebrew School, JYN Academy, and JYN Shabbatons, as well as subsidies for
Mezuzahs and food for families in need.

Anyone who knew Mark knows that he loved a good shmooze, and would
regularly drop into JYN to catch up and wrap tefillin. The fund offers subsidies to
purchase a pair of tefillin which will enable others to continue the tradition that
Mark held so close.
